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BHS Facilities Improvements 
 

 A group of parents concerned about the current state of Bellaire HS facilities and the plans for the upcoming 
bond proposal met with HISD Superintendent Dr. Abe Saavedra, Trustee Dianne Johnson, Regional Supt. Scott 
VanBeck, Construction Mgr. Richard Lindsay, and several HISD staff to highlight our concerns about BHS’ deteriorating 
facilities and the limited funds designated for BHS in the upcoming bond program. They were given a tour of the school 
and agreed that the campus has serious issues that need to be addressed. 
 We presented a preliminary proposal: 1) to construct a three-story Science and 
Fine Arts wing replacing the existing North Building and several of the temporary 
buildings, 2) to construct a new Athletic Field House replacing several temporary 
buildings, and 3) to construct a parking garage. 
 At the PTO meeting on Tuesday, Oct. 2, Ms. Johnson and Mr. VanBeck 
presented the district’s response as outlined in a letter from Dr. Saavedra.  There will be 
an immediate maintenance program initiated to address the safety and health problems in 
the athletic facilities – the initial estimate is $84,000 for boys’ and girls locker rooms, 
changing rooms, and shower facilities.  Subject to passage of the upcoming bond, a new 
wing will be designed and constructed to replace the North building with science labs, 
industrial arts labs, and classrooms. The initial estimate for this work is 
$15,000,000.  Much work remains to be done to ensure that the proposed solutions meet 
BHS’ needs, so please become involved with this work and encourage others to do the 
same.  Faculty, staff, and parents are invited to participate.  This is the best opportunity 
we will have to make a difference at BHS for many years.  Please become involved. 
 If you want further updates or want to be involved, send your name, phone 
number, and email address to me and I will forward this information when the official BHS 
contact for this work is identified.

To 
register, a student needs to submit his/her last name and ID number.  PrepHQ has many features for students in grades 
9-12 to use:  a checklist for students in each grade level, a college organizer, a college search, a resume maker, 
scholarship section, and more.  If your student is NOT on PrepHQ, he/she is probably missing out on lots of 
opportunities. 
 The hours of the college center are 7:30-8:30 am, lunch, and after school MOST days.  When Mrs. Rubin is 
making presentations in classrooms, the college center may not be open.  She will have seen all of the seniors by Wed., 
October 3rd through their senior English classes.  She will be visiting 10th and 11th grade English classes soon to speak 
about the importance of taking the PSAT.  Tenth grade students are automatically signed up, but eleventh grade 
students must pay $15 by October 9th.  The fee increases after that time.  Why should a student take the PSAT? Please 
encourage all students to sign up for this exam.  The PSAT gives students all sorts of opportunities; specified and 
targeted SAT practice, college and university information, career and profession advice, and it helps the school find 
students who may be underachieving.  Eventually, Mrs. Rubin will visit every English class on every grade level to teach 
the part of the college application process appropriate for each grade level. 
 Volunteers Ann Pittman  and Wendy Polisini took on the challenge last spring of making the College 
Information Center more user friendly.  They have rearranged the shelves, ordered numerous reference books, and 
provided visuals such as the wonderful portable easel to advertise college reps and a United States map with all of the 
colleges notated.

It 
is very important that students submit their requests in a 
timely manner.  Please remember that a transcript 
requires 5 working days for processing while a transcript 
with a counselor recommendation requires 30 working 
days for processing.  Be sure to request well in advance of 
your deadlines so that we can get everything out for you 
on time.  Students often want to put an earlier deadline on 
their request card than the one set by the college or 
university.  This only delays your request because we 
must check for the correct deadline information.  Please 
provide accurate information so that we can process all 
the requests quickly and accurately.  Remember that the 
deadlines apply to scholarship applications as well as to 
college/university admissions. 
  Seniors will receive one more printout of their 
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transcript during the fall 
semester so that they 
can verify all the 
information is correct 
before official rankings 
are done.  In addition, 
we will be asking seniors to verify their full names for their 
diplomas and their social security numbers for their final 
official transcripts during the year. Please help us by 
responding to our requests for information promptly. 
  All correspondence courses and credits by exam 
must be completed by December 1, 2007, for courses that 
are required for graduation.  If a senior has not completed 
a required course by that date, the student will be enrolled 
in the class at  Bellaire High School for the spring 
semester. 
  Juniors will receive transcript copies to 
review prior to computation of preliminary grade point 
averages and rankings during the spring semester.

With the exception of some minor adjustments and a few pictures needing to be hung, the two year goal of renovating 
the Bellaire High School library is complete.  Two years ago, librarians Janice Albright and Carl Casteel approached 
Carol Altergott, a Bellaire parent and interior designer, and asked if she would donate her services to creating a master 
plan for renovating the library’s entrance and seating areas.  Ms. Altergott’s plan served as the basis for the changes the 
Bellaire community is currently enjoying in our renovated space. 
 
Carol’s original design called for new furniture, a new color scheme, and re-thinking furniture placement.  Approximately 
$36,000.00 has been spent to achieve these changes, the money going to the purchase of new shelving units, comfort-
able lounge chairs, and paint.  Over the summer, Nancy Brown, Martha Moriera, Cesar Moriera, and Carl Casteel 
painted the walls in shades of blue and merlot, colors that have toned down the original stark white walls.  The new furni-
ture is light oak. 
 
Principal Tim Salem and Business Manager Diana Leeson cleared the way for the monies that purchased the bulk of the 
new furniture.  Bellaire’s PTO generously provided $5,500.00 toward the resurfacing of the circulation desk.   Originally 
covered in a drab grey Formica, the refurbished circulation desk is now covered in light oak that matches the rest of our 
library’s furniture.
