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Shared Decision Making Committee (SDMC) … campus-le vel planning  
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The SDMC, comprised of BHS administration, staff, 
teachers, and PTO’s parent representatives, meets to 
facilitate campus-level planning.  As importantly, the 
PTO’s elected leaders are invited to the monthly advisory 
meetings held by Dianne Johnson, HISD District V 
Trustee, in order to facilitate two-way communication prior 
to HISD Board Meetings. 
 All HISD issues are inherently complex because 
of the district’s size (the largest public school system in 
Texas and the seventh largest in the U.S.).     
 Three school-related issues generated much 
press coverage in recent months. 
 
1.  Possible reduction (or elimination) of HISD’s 
Magnet Transportation.   
HISD suggested reducing magnet busing to schools, and 
scheduled a Board vote on the matter.  However, after 
community disapproval, the Board vote was postponed 
until the spring 
  
2.  Possible consolidation of Carnegie Vanguard and  
Worthing High Schools  
HISD suggested uniting the two schools on the same 
campus, sharing some facilities but in separate 
classrooms.  However, after community disapproval, the 
plan was placed on hold. 
 
3.  Proposed Uniform Grade Point Average Calculatio n 
(UGPAC) changes  
The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board (THECB) 
considered a proposal that would, as originally written, 
have eliminated bonus points for pre-AP/IB courses.  
Subsequently, the proposal was changed to allow .5 
bonus points for pre-AP/IB courses.  The proposal 
recommended continuing the additional bonus points for 
AP/IB courses and adding the same bonus points for “dual 
credit”, eg Houston Community College (HCC), courses.  

The community’s reaction was that changing the bonus 
point structure would have unintended consequences on 
the academic rigor experienced by future students because 
many students plan their curriculum in order to gain, with 
the most certainty, the highest possible GPA (class 
standing).  The awarding of bonus points for “dual credit” 
HCC classes generated the most criticism.  The proposal 
was tabled until the next THECB meeting on April 30. http://
www.thecb.state.tx.us/reports/PDF/1674.PDF 
 There is a pattern in the issues mentioned 
above.  Parents have to remain actively engaged suc h 
that the shared decision-making process (at BHS, HI SD 
and THECB levels) remains truly “ shared ”.   
 For information on education issues, particularly as 
HISD searches for a new Superintendent, visit the 
Chronicle’s education blog, http://blogs.chron.com/
schoolzone. 
 Our PTO provides three members to the SDMC, 
plus the PTO President.  The SDMC typically meets 
monthly at 3:45pm.  PTO Representatives to the SDMC 
attend the meetings (which are open to anyone), and then 
report back to (and receive input from) parents during 
regular PTO meetings. 
 Two SDMC positions will become available at the 
end of this school year, and the PTO will be accepting self-
nominations from parents interested in serving on SDMC, 
with elections to be held at the May 5 PTO Meeting. 
 Please consider becoming actively involved in our 
school.  With your active participation in SDMC, or other 
school volunteer opportunity, you will gain a deeper 
understanding of the BHS environment such that you can 
better advise your student.  Contact any of the PTO 
Officers, or me, for discussion about SDMC or any other 
BHS-related topic.

The Bellaire High School counseling office is gearing up 
for 2009 – 2010 course selection. Over the next two 
months, parents and students will be asked to select 
courses for the next school year.  We focus on helping 
students to complete their graduation requirements and 
select courses that will prepare them for academic 
success in college.  This always means seeking 
challenging courses and finding the most appropriate 
placement based on the student’s demonstrated skills and 
abilities.  We encourage students and parents to examine 
both the student’s performance in the classroom and 
standardized measures, such as PSAT, Stanford, and 
TAKS.  Students should examine their academic 
strengths and select their most rigorous courses from 
areas in which they have either a strong interest or, more 
importantly, have demonstrated strong skills. In many 
subjects we offer academic (regular), college prep, and 
PAP/PIB/AP/IB level courses, and juniors and seniors can 
even select dual credit courses.  Through the Foreign 
Language Magnet Program, BHS offers 11 different 
languages: Arabic, Chinese, French, German, Hebrew, 
Hindi, Italian, Japanese, Latin, Russian, and Spanish. 
 Also consider your student’s involvement in 
extracurricular activities, including employment, clubs and 
organizations, community service projects, and sports.  
These activities can be very beneficial, but they can also 
impact the student’s performance in the classroom by 
reducing the amount of time available for academic study. 
 
Scholarship Status  
As of the end of January, seniors reported that they had 
received nearly a million dollars in scholarships.  Before 
Mrs. Rubin can actually count the amount toward total 
scholarship earnings, she needs a copy of the actual 
award letter.  Students may bring the letter to her during 
lunch or after school and she’ll be happy to make a copy 
and return the original.  Thanks to parents for helping her 
get this information.

No transcripts will be mailed to home 
addresses.  If graduates wish to obtain an unofficial copy of 
their transcript after graduation, they can come to the 
registrar's office in person after the third week of 
June.  There will be a $1 charge for this copy.   
  

Parents cannot request or obtain transcripts for graduates 
once the graduate is 18 years old.  It is a violation of federal 
law to issue information to anyone other than the student 
once the student is an adult (18).  Students will receive 
instructions for requesting transcripts after graduation in 
their diploma packet at the graduation ceremony.

Juniors will be receiving a print out of their transcript 
during the spring semester.  Parents should review 
these records very carefully and be sure that all 
questions and/or corrections are submitted to the 
registrar by the deadline specified so that the students' 
records can be absolutely correct before summer.  
Preliminary, unofficial grade point averages and class 
ranks (for use in early decision college applications) will 
be calculated in early September, based on the 
information we have in our file at that time. 
 

All questions and/or corrections must be submitted in 
writing.  You will receive a written response from the 
registrar. 
 

The unofficial grade point averages and class ranks will 
be distributed to the students in the fall with their first 
report cards. This time frame is necessary so that new 
enrollees in the fall semester can be included in the
